This is skilled administrative and supervisory work directing and coordinating the borough sanitation, highway and sewer programs.   Work is performed under the general direction of the Borough Manager through policy directives and conferences.

Plans, organizes, directs and administers sanitation, highway and sewer programs; develops work processes and procedures; supervises work and assigns crews.

Directs the inspection and maintenance of infrastructure, including streets, sanitary and storm sewer systems, and vehicles and equipment; develops bid specifications and requests for proposals; coordinates, reviews and inspects work of contractors and borough work crews.
Develops and executes annual operating and capital budgets; purchases equipment and supplies in accordance with prescribed procedures, policies, and law.

Supervises and assigns department employees; evaluates performance; maintains attendance schedules and logs; recommends and takes disciplinary actions; responds to grievances and interviews prospective employees.
Performs field inspections of infrastructure referencing maps and plans; performs measurements and prepares rough drawings and diagrams.

Directs and supervises the investigation of infrastructure problems; develops and executes solutions using borough workforce or contractors.
Establishes and maintains computerized and hard copy files including personnel, purchasing, and other reports and data relevant to public works operations.

Coordinates activities with other borough departments, PennDOT, utilities, contractors, and other government entities.

Performs other related work as required.

Required Knowledge Skills and Abilities
Considerable knowledge of public works methods, practices and procedures as they relate to the effective operation, maintenance and repair of highway, sanitation, sewer, storm sewer, street lighting, traffic signals and other infrastructure.
Knowledge of federal, state and local law as it relates to public works operations.

Skill in operating tools, equipment and vehicles associated with public works operations.
Skill in reading and interpreting maps and blue prints.  
Skill in measuring and performing arithmetic calculations.

Ability to effectively supervise employees.
Ability to express ideas effectively, both orally and in writing.

Ability to establish and maintain effective working relationships with contractors, other government and private entities, employees, elected officials and members of the public.

Required Education and Experience
